WHEN ADDING FUEL

+ Turn pressure washer QFF and let it cool at least 2 minutes
before removing gas cap.

+ Fill fuel tank outdoors.
* Do not overfill tank. Allow space for fuel expansion.

¢+ Keep gasoline away from sparks, open flames, pilot lights, heat,
and other ignition sources.

+ Do notlight a cigarette or smoke.
WHEN OPERATING EQUIPMENT

+ Do not tip engine or equipment at angle which causes
gasoline to spill.

* Do not spray flammable liquids.

If you have any problems with the assembly of your
pressure washer or if parts are missing or damaged, call the
pressure washer helpline at {-800-270-1408.

To prepare your pressure washer for operation, you
will need to perform these tasls:

Fill out and send in registration card.

Artach accessory tray to handle, then attach handle to
main unit,

Add oil to engine crankcase.
Add fuel to fuel tank.
Connect high pressure hose to spray gun and pump.

Connect water supply to pump.

Attach Handle and Accessory Tray

MOTE: All assembly operations given in this section will be
described from the perspective of assembling the pressure
washer from the rear.

Slide the plastic accessory tray onto the handle and align
the holes in the accessory tray with the holes on the
handle (Figure 1).

+ Secure tray to handle with self tapping screws using a

#2 phillips screwdriver. Ensure screws are tight but not
crushing the plastic accessory tray.
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* Place the handle onto the handle supports already
connacted to the main unit. Make sure the holes in the
handle align with the holes on the handle supports

(Figure 2).

MNOTE: It may be necessary to move the handle supports
from side to side in order to align the handle so it will slide
over the handle supports.

¢ Insert the carriage bolt through the holes from the
outside of the unit and attach a plastic knob from the
inside of the unit. Tighten by hand (Figure 3).

* Insert the " hook into the second from the left slot in
the accessory tray (Figure 4).

¢ Pinch the chemical hose that comes out of a hole in the

unit’s base and slide it into the metal clip, as shown in
Figure 5.

« Tilt the unit up by the handle and attach the metal clip to
the rib on the left underside of the accessory tray
(Figure 6). Slide the chemical hose through the metal clip
so that it is tight but not kinked.

Add Engine Qil

IMPORTAMNT: Any attempt to crank or start the engine
before it has been properly serviced with the
recommendead oil may result in an engine failure.

« Place pressure washer on a level surface.

+ Refer to the engine owners manual to add recommended
oil to engine.

MNOTE: Check oil often during engine break—in. Refer to
engine owner’s manual for recommendations.

Add Gasoline
g WARMNIMNG! Never fill fuel tank indoors. Mever

fill fuel tank when engine is running or hot. Do Not
smoke when filling fuel tank.

WARMIMG! MNever fill fuel tank completely full.
Provide space for fuel expansion.Wipe away any fuel
spillage from engine and equipment before starting.



+ Use fresh, clean unleaded automotive gasoline and store in
approved, clean, covered containers. Use clean fill funnels.
Mever use “stale” gasoline left over from last season or
gasoline stored for long periods.

« Clean area around fuel fill cap, remove cap.

+ Slowly add "UNLEADED" regular gasoline to fuel tank.
Use a funnel to prevent spillage. Slowly fill tank to about
I.5" below the bottom of the filler neck (Figure 7).

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« Install fuel cap and wipe up any spilled gasoline.

IMPORTANT: You must attach all hoses before you start
the engine. Starting engine without all hoses connected and
water supplied will damage the pump.

« Attach one end of the high pressure hose to the high
pressure outlet on the pump (Figure 8).Tighten by hand.

+ Before you connect your garden hose to the water inlet,
inspect the inlet screen (Figure 10). Clean the screen if it
contains debris, replace it if it is damaged. DO NOT RUN

Inspect inlet
screen. Do Mot
use if damaged;
clean if dirty.

* Run water through the garden hose for 30 seconds 1o
clean out any debris. Turn off water.

IMPORTANT: Do Not siphon standing water for the
water supply. Use ONLY cold water (less than 100°F).

« Connect the garden hose to the water inlet. Tighten by
hand (Figure 10).

CAUTION! There MUST be at least ten feet of
unrestricted garden hose between the pressure washer
inlet and any flow shut off device, such as a Y’ shuc-off
connector or other convenience-type water shut-off valve.
Damage to pressure washer resulting from disregarding this
caution will not be covered by the warranty.

« Turn ON the water and squeeze the trigger on the spray
gun to purge the pump system of air and impurities.

ﬂ CAUTIOM! Before starting the pressure washer,

be sure you are wearing adequate eye protection.

Checklist Before Starting Engine

Review the unit’s assembly to confirm you have performed
all of the following:

* Make sure the handle is in place and secure.

» Check that oil has been added to the proper level in the
engine crankcase.

+ Add the proper gasoline to fuel tank.
» Check for properly tightened hose connections.

« Check to make sure that there are no kinks, cuts, or
damage to the high pressure hose.

* Provide a proper water supply at an adequate flow.

* Be sure to read “Safety Rules” and “How To Use Your
Pressure Washer” before using the pressure washer.

To Start Your Pressure Washer

To start your pressure washer for the first dme, follow these
instructions step-by-step. This starting information also applies if
you have let the pressure washer sitidle for at least a day.

¢ Place the pressure washer in an area close enough to an
outside water source capable of supplying water at a flow
rate greater than 2.2 gallons per minute.

» Check that the high pressure hose is tightly connected to
the spray gun and to the pump. See “Preparing Pressure
Washer For Use” for illustrations.

* Make sure unitis in a level position.

* Connect the garden hose to the water infet on the
pressure washer pump. Turn ON the water.

CAUTION! Do Mot run the pump without the warer
supply connected and turned on.You must follow this
caution or the pump will be damaged.

+ Squeeze trigger on gun until you have a steady stream of
water. This purges the pump of air and impurities.

« Attach nozzle extension to spray gun (Figure 11). Tighten
by hand.

+ Position the nozzle in the low pressure mode (slide
nozzle forward) and squeeze the wigger on the spray gun
to relieve pressure caused by turning ON the water.
Water will flow out of the gun in a thin stream. Continue
to hold wigger until there is a steady stream of water
and no air remains in the system. Release the trigger.

* Engage the safety latch to the spray gun trigger
(Figure |2).

Throttle Lever

« Move the choke lever to the “Cholee” position
(Figure 13).

MOTE: For a warm engine, be sure the choke lever is in
the “Run” position.

« Place your left foot on the lower frame and grasp the
handle as shown (Figure |4).Your unit may appear slightly
t shown here.

« Pull the starter grip handle lightly with your right hand
until you feel some rasistance, then pull briskly.



+ Return the starter grip handle slowly. Do Mot let rope
“smap back” against starter.

* When engine starts, slowly move choke lever to the
“Run” position. If engine falters, move choke lever to the
“Cholke” position, then to the “Run” positdon.

+ |f engine fails to start after six pulls, move choke lever to
the “Run” position. If engine fires, but does not continue
to run, move choke lever to the “Chaoke” posidon, then
to the “Run” position.

ROTE: If the recoll starter is hard to pull, it may be necessary
to squeeze the gun wigger to relieve internal pump pressure.

How to Stop Your Pressure Washer
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« Move throttle lever on engine to “Stop” position.

+ Squeeze trigger on the spray gun to relieve
pressure in the hose.

MOTE: A small amount of water will squirt out when you
release the pressure.

How to Use Accessory Tray

The unit is equipped with an accessory tray with places to
store your nozzle extension, and slots to hold the cleaning
solution bottle and the detergent siphoning filter. There are
also two hooks at the ends of the accessory tray o hold
your spray gun and high pressure hose.

BMOTE: The extra holes in the tray are for storing a brush
and a turbo wand. The brush and turbo wand are NOT
included with your pressure washer.You can buy these
itemns as optional accessories.

+ Place the nozzle extension through the hole on the
accessory tray, as shown in Figure |5.

» Hang your chemical solution bottde on the *J” hook and
place the detergent siphoning fileer in the last slot on the
lefe (Figure 15).

* Hang the high pressure hose on the hook on the right
side of the accessory tray (Figure |5).

+ Place the spray gun on the hook on the left side of the
accessory tray as shown on page 4.

How to Use the Adjustable Nozzle

You now should know how to START your pressure
washer and how to $TOP it. The information in this
section will tell you how to adjust the spray pattern and
apply detergent or other cleaning chemicals.

CAUTION! Never adjust spray pattern when
spraying. Mever put hands in front of nozzle w
adjust spray pattern.

The adjustable nozzle affixed to the nozzle extension
permits you to adjust the spray pattarn and the spray
pressure, as follows:
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+ Slide the nozzle forward to adjust the spray to low
pressure mode (Figure [6). Slide the nozzle backward to

Slide nozzle forward for
low pressure mode and
detergent application.

Slide nozzle backward
for high pressure mode.

+ Point the nozzle down rowards a firm surface and press
the trigger to test the pattern (Figure 17).

» Twisting the nozzle adjusts the spray pattern from a
narrow pattern to a fan pattern (Figure [8).

Twist nozzle clockwise
for narrow spray
patrern.

Twist nozzle
countercloclewise for fan
spray pattern.

* For most effective cleaning, keep the spray nozzle
between 8 to 24 inches away from cleaning surface.

+ |f you get the spray nozzle too close, especially using high
pressure mode, you may damage the surface being
cleaned.

+ Do MNot get closer than 8 inches when cleaning tires.

Applying Detergent with the
Adjustable Nozzle

CAUTION! You must attach all hoses before you start
the engine. Starting the engine without all the hoses
connected and without the water wrned ON will damage
the pump.

IMPORTANT: Use soaps designed specifically for
pressure washers. Household detergents could damage
the pump.

To apply detergent, follow these steps:

« Review the use of adjustable nozzles.

+ Prepare detergent solution as required by the
manufacturer.

« Hang the detergent solution on the “f” hook attached to
the accessory tray, as shown in Figure 19.

* Place the small filter end of the detergent siphoning tube
into the detergent container

CAUTION! Keep the detergent siphoning tube from
coming in contact with the hot muffler.

» Slide the adjustable nozzle forward o low pressure
mode. Detergent cannot be applied with the nozzle in
high pressure position.




» Make sure the garden hose is connected to the water
inlet. Check that the high pressure hose is connected to
the spray gun and the pump. Start the engine.

« Apply the detergent to a dry surface, starting at lower
portion of area o be washed and work upward, using
long, even, overlapping strokes.

+ Allow the detergent to “soak in” for 3-5 minutes before
washing and rinsing. Reapply as needed to prevent
surface from drying. Do Mot allow the detergent to dry
on (prevents streaking).

IMPORTANT: You must flush the chemical injection

system after each use by placing the filter into a bucket of

clean water, then run the pressure washer in low pressure
for 1-2 minutes.

Pressure Washer Rinsing

WARNMNIMNG! Be extremely careful if you must
use the pressure washer from a ladder, scaffolding
or any other relatively unstable location. Pressure in
a running washer builds as you climb.When you
press the trigger, the recoil from the initial spray
could cause you to fall. The high pressure spray
could also cause you to fall if you are wo close to
the cleaning surface.

A

For Rinsing:

+ Slide the nozzle backward to high pressure and press the
trigger. It will take a few seconds for the detergent to
clear.

MNOTE: You can also stop detergent from flowing by simply
removing detergent siphon wbe from bottle.
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» Keep the spray gun a safe distance from the area you
plan to spray.

» Apply a high pressure spray to a small area, then check
the surface for damage. If no damage is found, it is okay
to continue rinsing.

« Starr at the rop of the area to be rinsed, working down
with same overlapping strokes as you used for cleaning.

Automatic Cool Down System
{Thermal Relief)

If you run the engine on your pressure washer for

3-5 minutes without pressing the trigger on the spray gun,
circulating water in the pump can reach a remperature
between 125°—155°F When the water reaches this
temperature, the automatic cool down system engages and
cools the pump by discharging the warm water onto
the ground. This system prevents internal damage to the

pump.

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GENERAL MAINTENANCE
RECOMMENDATIONS

The pressure washer warranty does not cover items that have
been subjected to operator abuse or negligence. To receive full
value from the warranty, the operator must maintain the
pressure washer as instructad in this manual.

* Some adjustments will need to be made periodically o
properly maintain your pressure washer. Checl the spray
gun and adjustable nozzle extension assembly for wear.

« Al maintenance in this manual and the engine owner’s
manual should be made at least once each season.

* Once a year you should dean or replace the spark plug,
clean or replace the air filter. A new spark plug and clean
air filter assure proper fuel-air mixture and help your
engine run better and last longer. Please refer to your
engine owner’s manual for more details.

BEFORE EACH USE

» Check engine cil level.
» Check water inlet screen for damage.
* Check in-line filter for damage.
» Check high pressure hose for leaks.
» Check detergent siphoning tube and filter for damage.

« Check spray gun and adjustable nozzle extension
assembly for leaks.

* Rinse out garden hose to flush out debris before
connecting to pressure washer.

PRESSURE WASHER
MAINTENANCE

Check and Clean Inlet Screen

Examine the screen on the water inlet. Clean it if the
screen is clogged or replace it if screen is damaged.

Check High Pressure Hose

The high pressure hose can develop leaks from wear,
kinking, or abuse. Inspect the hose each time before using
it. Check for cuts, leaks, abrasions or bulging of cover,
damage or movement of couplings. If any of these
conditions exist, replace the hose immediately.

CAUTION! Warter spraying from a leak is capable
of injecting material into skin. Inspect hose each
time before using it. Mever repair a high pressure
hose. Replace it with another hose that exceeds the
maximum pressure rating of your pressure washer.

Check Detergent Siphoning Tube

Examine the filter on the detergent tube and clean if
clogged. The tube should fit tighdy on the barbed fitting.
Examine the wbe for leaks or tears. Replace the filtar or
tube if either is damaged.

Cleaning Detergent Siphoning Tube

If you used the detergent siphoning tube, you must flush it
with clean water before stopping the engine.

* Place the chemical injection siphonffilter in a bucket full
of clean water.

« Slide the adjustable nozzle extension forward to the low
pressure mode.

« Flush for 1-2 minutes.
« Shut off the engine.

IMPORTANT: Simply shutting OFF engine will not
release pressure in the system. When the engine has
shut down, squeeze the trigger on the spray gun to
relieve the pressure in the hose.

Check Gun and Adjustable Mozzle
Extension

Examine the hose connection to the spray gun and make
sure it is secure. Test the wrigger by pressing it and making
sure it “springs back” into place when you release it. Put
the safety latch in the ON position and test the trigger. You
should not be able to press the trigger.

Check In-Line Filter

Refer to Figure 20 and service the in-line filter if it
bacomes clogged, as follows:

O-Ring Maintenance

Through the normal operation of your pressure washer,
o—rings, which keep the connections of the hoses and spray
gun tight and leak—free, may become worn or damaged.

Provided with your pressure washer is an O-Ring
Maintenance Kit which includes replacement o-rings, rubber
washer and water inlet filter. Refer to the instruction sheet
provided in the kit to service your unit’s o-rings. Note that
not all of the parts in the kit will be used on your unit.

To remove a worn or damaged o-ring:

+ Use a small flathead screwdriver to get underneath the
o-ring and pry it off.

PREPARING THE UNIT
FOR STORAGE

Water should not remain in the unit for long periods of
time. Sediments or minerals can deposit on pump parts and
“freeze” pump acton. If you do not plan to use the pressure
washer for more than 30 days, follow this procedure:

I. Flush detergent siphoning tube by placing the fileer into
a pail of clean water while running pressure washer in
low pressure mode (adjustable nozzle in the forward
position). Flush for one to two minutes.

2. Shut off the engine and let it cool, then remove high
pressure and garden hoses. Disconnect spark plug wire
from spark plug.

3. Emprty the pump of all pumped liquids by pulling the
recoil handle about 6 times. This should remove most
of the liquid in the pump.

4. Use Generac brand PumpSaver to prevent corrosion
build up and freezing of pump.

5. Store unitin a clean, dry area.

Protecting the Pump

To protect the pump from damage caused by mineral
deposits or freezing, use the Generac PumpSaver to reat
pump.This prevents freeze damage and lubricates pistons
and seals.

MNOTE: Generac PumpSaver, model number 01559, is available
ag an optional accessory. ke is not included with the pressure
washer,
